Preamble

The GNU General Public License is a free, copyleft license for software and
other kinds of works.

The licenses for most software and other practical works are designed to

take away your freedom to share and change the works. By contrast, the GNU

all its users. We, the Free Software Foundation, use the GNU General Public
License for most of our software; it applies also to any other work released this
way by its authors.

0. Definitions.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to
share and change it. By contrast, the GNU General Public Licenses are intended
to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to make sure
the software is free for all its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially
designated software packages--typically libraries--of the Free Software
Foundation and other authors who decide to use it. You can use it too, but

we suggest you first think carefully about whether this license or the ordinary
General Public License is the better strategy to use in any particular case, based
on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price.

Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that you have the

If this changes it will be announced in appropriate
places (most likely vim.sf.net, www.vim.org and/or comp.editors). When it is
completely impossible to contact the maintainer, the obligation to send him
your changes ceases.

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If you distribute a modified version of Vim, you are encouraged to use the Vim
license for your changes and make them available to the maintainer, including
the source code. The preferred way to do this is by e-mail or by uploading the
files to a server and e-mailing the URL. If the number of changes is small (e.g.,
a modified Makefile) e-mailing a context diff will do. The e-mail address to be
used is {maintainer@vim.org}
